Task

5. A slide with a picture and a brief description of what the invention looks like today.

6. Reflection/summary Slide (Leonardo’s design and how it evolved into a useful product or system of today)

These are only the minimum requirements.  You may have more than the required 5 slides if needed.  Make sure that you cite all of your sources.
